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Instructions for Manuscripts
The proceedings of the 10thICCBMT will be published as a Special Topics Issue of Cells Tissue Organs.  Those who are selected to present an oral presentation will be asked to submit a manuscript.
Manuscripts must be submitted prior to or on the first day of the meeting (Nov. 7, 2010). There will be NO EXCEPTIONS to this deadline. Manuscripts can be submitted electronically to Janet Moradian-Oldak prior to the meeting (joldak@usc.edu), or handed in (memory stick) when you pick up your registration materials at the meeting. Manuscripts will not be accepted after the meeting.

The manuscripts will be peer-reviewed by at least 2 members of the scientific advisory board. Following peer review, the revised manuscripts will need to be submitted to the journal, via the on-line submission system (see the link below).   When submitting the finalized manuscript, please put in the cover letter that your paper is part of this Special Topics Issue for the ICCBMT. Please note that, to meet our deadlines, the final manuscripts must be submitted to the publishing house by Jan. 31, 2011.
Manuscripts will be no more than 4 printed pages when published in the journal.  This corresponds to about 12 manuscript pages, (i.e. double-spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font), including title page, tables, figures and references.  This page limitation will be strictly enforced due to the anticipated size of our Proceedings. 
To make this a successful effort, your paper must be submitted in a publication-ready form.  Please see the Cells Tissues Organs website for information on the journal manuscript style (and also at the end of this message).

Format and Arrangement for Cells, Tissues, Organs

Manuscripts should be written in English and be as concise as possible. Lines should be numbered on the margin.

Title page: The first page of each paper should indicate the title, the authors' names, the institute where the work was conducted, and a short title for use as running head.

Full address: The exact postal address of the corresponding author complete with postal code must be given at the bottom of the title page. Please also supply phone and fax numbers, as well as e-mail address.

Key words: For indexing purposes provide a list of up to 5 key words.

Abstract: Each paper needs an abstract of up to about 20 lines summarizing the essential new information communicated.

Subheadings: Introduction; Materials and Methods; Results; Discussion.

List of abbreviations: Provide on a separate page a list of the abbreviations used in your paper. The list will be printed as a footnote on the first page of your article.

Footnotes: With the exception of the list of abbreviations, footnotes should be avoided. When essential, they are numbered consecutively and typed at the foot of the appropriate page.

Nomenclature: The nomenclature used should conform, wherever possible, to the current edition of the Nomina Anatomica (Terminologia Anatomica), Nomina Anatomica Veterinaria, or to the Nomina Anatomica Avium.

Tables and illustrations (both numbered in Arabic numerals) should beprepared as separate files. Tables require a heading and figures require a legend, prepared on a separate page. Please only use scale bars to indicate magnifications of the illustrations. Due to technical reasons, figures with a screen background should not be submitted. W hen possible, group several illustrations on one block for reproduction (max. size 180 x 223 mm) or provide crop marks. Each illustration must be labeled with its number and the author's name. B/w half-tone and color illustrations must have a final resolution of 300 dpi after scaling, line drawings one of 800-1200 dpi.  Figure files must not be embedded in a document file but submitted separately (see detailed Online Submission Instructions
